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PROJECT REPORT FOR 2024 

  

 

The focus of the first year of the project was on research activities, which included six project meetings, 

three workshops with external experts, seven round-tables and panel discussions, as well as reading circles. 

These efforts aimed to help project collaborators become familiar with recent theoretical concepts and 

methodological tools for critically analyzing cultural phenomena related to (new) normality and discomfort. 

Additionally, the project sought to incorporate folkloristic traditions by examining the power of storytelling 

to regenerate individuals and communities through narrative performance. During these transdisciplinary 

discussions, which included contributions from invited experts across various fields, such as 

neuropsychiatry and philosophy, it became evident that cultural discomfort lies at the core of the affective 

and social landscape of the 21st century. This discomfort arises from uncertainty regarding the sociocultural 

norms surrounding (new) normality, (in)humanity, repugnance, social functionality, mental health, and the 

various forms of personal, professional, and social inadequacy and (un)realization. 

Fieldwork involved documenting reactions to the so-called supplicants on Ban Jelačić Square in Zagreb, 

as well as the responses and counter-responses of citizens (Polgar). It included an exploration of the 

narrative structure surrounding themes of loss, discomfort, insecurity, and the precariousness of life in 

Banija (Čolović, Marković, Jambrešić Kirin), as well as an ethnographic study of the Internet, particularly 

focusing on the challenges within romantic relationships in virtual spaces. Archival research was also 

linked to the specific subjects of individual collaborators. Through the integration of field and archival 

research with the study, project collaborators began to describe and critically analyze phenomena and 

practices from various sub-disciplinary perspectives. They approached these topics from both diachronic 

and synchronic viewpoints, such as: a) narratives of the first psychiatric clinic, which shaped the 

understanding of (non)normality in Croatia; b) narratives about a difficult past, contesting memories and 

traumatic experiences; c) the normalization of narratives concerning natural and weather-related disasters, 

deprivation, and destruction;  d) the representation of fear, anxiety, and discomfort in (non)literary texts 

from the 1930s; e) the construction of undesirable and "abnormal" subjects within health, disciplinary, and 

academic institutions; f) everyday life in intercultural and multilingual contexts, along with the hybridity 

and fluidity of linguistic collectives; g) narratives and modes of resistance that emerge from cultural 

knowledge and practices aimed at the (self)healing of individuals and communities. This multifaceted 

approach allowed for a comprehensive understanding of the interconnected issues of normality and 

discomfort in today’s culture. 

The project collaborators have prepared an internationally peer-reviewed open-access collection titled 

Feminist Trans/Formations: Media, Art, Literature (UniorPress, Naples, 2024), thereby contributing to 

interdisciplinary research and open science. They have published four academic papers and one 

professional (stručni) paper in A1 category journals and internationally peer-reviewed collections (authored 

by Prica, Jambrešić Kirin, Polgar, and Prica and Polgar), as well as two original scientific papers in A2 

category journals (by Badurina and Bauer). Additionally, they participated in five internationalacademic 

conferences and two domestic conferences with international participation. They co-organized one 

international conference/postgraduate seminar (IUC Dubrovnik), along with seven panel discussions and 

round tables, including the Kliofest History Festival, the PEN forum cycle, three IEF forums, and one round 

table at the IEF. They also presented the results of two projects, Naracija straha and Normanel, at the 

discussion panel "Folkloristics: Challenges and Answers" hosted by the Institute of Literature and Arts in 

Belgrade (Jambrešić Kirin, Marković, and Polgar). The hiring of a doctoral assistant in January 2025 

(Čolović), will further enhance the project resources. 

Eight collaborators were especially successful in disseminating and popularizing scientific work, 

conducting around 30 related activities. They also developed innovative and critical aspects of scientific 

work. Notable initiatives included a participatory art project in the community, led by Jambrešić Kirin in 
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collaboration with artist Andreja Kulunčić, as well as performative ethnography, which involved Bauer and 

Marković working with ethnology student Jurje Šantorić and the arts organization Četveroruka. These 

efforts significantly contributed to the IEF's goal IC.1. 

They regularly share the results of their research efforts through university curricula (Badurina, Bauer, 

Marković, Katarinčić) and in the educational programs of civil society organizations (Čolović, Jambrešić 

Kirin). With the aim of epistemologically challenging and ethnographically redefining the concept of 

mental health, the project aligns with the national Strategic Framework for the Development of Mental 

Health 2022-2030. Of the planned project activities, the publication of two collections—Banija kao 

metafora i metonimija and O pričama i pričanju 2.0—has been postponed to 2025. Additionally, the 

planned scope of field and archival research has been reduced in favor of study work and writing new 

scientific papers.
